Who did you notify as soon as this occurred?








What symptoms have you experienced as a result of exposure and when did they appear? (I.e. Immediately or after a period of time)








Did you seek medical help and if so, what was the diagnosis?








What was the outcome of any medical tests that were done?








Was any treatment prescribed?








Do you have any allergies or other pre-existing medical conditions (please list in full)?








Prescription medications currently taken (please list)








How many sickness days have you taken in the past two years?
